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2011 Lobbying Tax Deduction

In 1993, the U.S. Congress enacted the Omnibus Budget
Reconciliation Act that contained provisions affecting
trade associations. The Act provided that taxpayers will
no longer be able to deduct from their federal income
taxes any portion of the association dues attributable to
that association’s “lobbying activities” as an ordinary
and necessary cost of doing business.

For 2011, NAHB estimates that the non-deductible por-
tion of national dues-the portion that is applicable to
lobbying is 18%. Thus, for a member who pays their
NAHB dues of $150.00 in 2011, 18% or $27.00 will not
be eligible for deduction as a business expense. Simi-
larly, for an affiliate member who pays their NAHB
dues of $5.00 in 2011, 18% or $0.90 will not be eligible
for deduction as a business expense.

For 2011, The Texas Association of Builders estimates
that the non-deductible portion of state dues is 59%.
With dues of $111, the amount not deductible as a busi-
ness expense will be $65.49. For an affiliate member
who pays their TAB dues of $25.00 in 2011, 59% or
$14.75 of their dues is not deductible as a business ex-

Therefore, the total amount of 2011 state and national
dues for a member that is not deductible as a business
expense is $92.49, and for an affiliate member the
amount is $15.65.

Stars showing up for finale of Extreme Makeover show

SALADO & FT. HOOD - Popular comedian Dane Cook performed a free show
for soldiers and their families on Ft. Hood Friday night, in conjunction with the hit ABC
show Extreme Makeover: Home Edition, which will be awarding a new home to SSG
Patrick Zeigler and his new bride Sunday.

The benefit at the Howze Theater was to honor and thank the men and women
of Fort Hood for their service, and ended with a $25,000 donation from CVS Pharma-
cies to kick off a newly-created Ft. Hood shooting victims fund.

Build crews say the house being constructed in Salado and is on schedule, and
the keys to the home will be give to show staff Saturday afternoon. They'll then have approximately 24
hours to furnish the home and get it ready to present to the Zeiglers.

"I've been an interior designer for 28 years, and I've helped build homes smaller than this one that
took one or two years to build," said Leigh Anne Tuohy, who is part of the Extreme Makeover: Home Edition
design crew.

Tuohy is best known for being the mother and wife Sandra Bullock portrayed in the hit movie, "The
Blindside". She arrived at the home site today and was the only worker wearing spiked heel work boots.

"The show got this home built in less than seven days, and it's incredible. It's completely finished,
with their clothes in the closet and food in the fridge, and we couldn't have done it without all these volun-
teers and we're very appreciative, " Tuohy added.

The 29-hundred square foot one-story home was custom designed for the Zeiglers, and will include
some surprises that will highlite this edition of Extreme Makeover: Home Edition. The broadcast date for
the show hasn't been determined yet, but it will be sometime in late January or early February.

The shows producers give a lot of credit to the main sponsors of the project: Tilson Homes, Temple
-Inland and the Texas Association of Builders. When asked if there was ever a point during construction
when he thought crews wouldn't make their deadline, Tilson President and CEO Eddie Martin reflected for a
moment, and then said, "No, but there was a point when | couldn't believe we were doing all this at one
time.
